


The Schools 
In 2008, in part due to the increased attendance 

from the area, the government of Nicaragua 

began providing greater access to secondary 

school education. As a result of this improve-

ment, most of the scholarship students in the 

first four years (secondary school in Nicaragua 

is a five year program) attend school at the pri-

mary school 15 de Septiembre in neighboring 

Las Cruces - a 10 minute walk from Plan 

Grande 2. Students from Plan Grande 2 also 

attend two schools in the town of Quilalí, ap-

proximately 10km from 

the community. The 

Instituto Nacional de 

Quilalí (INAQ), the 

public high school, and 

The Colegio Jorge Rojas 

Rivas, a private high 

school run by the Assem-

blies of God church both 

serve our scholarship 

students.  

Our Graduates 
In 2007 we were proud to see 

the first graduates from the 

scholarship program. To date 

five scholarship recipients 

have graduated from secon-

dary school and several have 

begun further education at 

the University level. Six 

more students expect to 

graduate in December 2009. 
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About the Scholarships 

The Scholarship Program of the partnership be-

tween the Community of Plan Grande 2, Nicara-

gua and the Presbytery of Giddings-Lovejoy pro-

vides scholarships to secondary school students 

from Plan Grande 2. While education in Nicara-

gua is technically “free,” the related costs make it 

unaffordable for many families in the area. A 

$200 scholarship covers about half the cost of 

uniforms and supplies needed to attend for a year, 

and an additional $100 is provided to those stu-

dents attending in Quilalí to help defray the cost 

of transportation and lunch. The Partnership 

Committee of the community of Plan Grande 2 

administers the program while the costs and crite-

ria are discussed and agreed upon during our sum-

mer partnership meetings in Plan Grande 2. Since 

the Scholarship Program’s inception in 2004, over 

$30,000 in scholarships have been awarded to 

more than 65 individual students. Currently in 

2009 there are 50 recipients.
